
 
 
 
 
 
 

 

Allegan Public School offers a half-day child care program for Kindergarten  and 
Young Fives students attending either the AM or PM sessions.  Tiger’s Den is 
licensed through the State of Michigan. 

Tiger’s Den is a safe and stimulating environment where students will have the opportunity to reinforce concepts learned in 
their regular kindergarten or young-fives classroom.  The Tiger’s Den purpose is to:   

1)  Enhance physical, intellectual, social, and emotional development;   

2)  Promote the school as a safe, secure, and stimulating environment;   

3)  Provide  conveniently-located child care at a reasonable cost.  

Fees: 
The cost for Tiger’s Den day care is $12 per half-day ($60 per week).  State approved DHS daycare funding is accepted for qualified 

families.   The Tiger’s Den Program also qualifies for the Child Care Income Tax Credit.  A statement will be provided at the end of the 

calendar year.

The Tiger’s Den will not be open on days when school is cancelled due to inclement weather, or on days that are not scheduled school 

days (such as Staff Inservice days or scheduled vacation days).  If there is a 2-hour delay, there will be no afternoon day care.   

Meals: 
School lunches and breakfast will be served, or students can bring their own lunch.  See your child’s school for information from the Food 

Service Department about our school lunch pricing and to see if you qualify for free or reduced prices lunches or breakfast.  Snack time is 

offered, but parents must provide their child’s own snack.
